The Mid-Hudson Love INC mission is to mobilize the Church in the Mid-Hudson Region to transform lives and 
communities In the Name of Christ. The Personal Care Item Pantry is a perfect example of how this mission is 
being lived out. Although the Love INC Personal Care Pantry is located at Our Savior Lutheran Church in Fishkill, 
the shelves are stocked by donations from many area churches and generous individuals. And in order to get these 
items to needy families, there is now a team of 34 caring Christian volunteers from 12 different churches personally 
delivering products. It's a group effort! 
  
Why Personal Care Items? For individuals on a tight budget, necessities like shampoo, laundry detergent, 
toothpaste, etc. can really take a bite out of available cash. And for those shopping with food stamps, these 
personal care necessities are not included in the acceptable list of items for food stamp use.  A bag of personal 
care items can be a huge blessing, freeing up dollars that can be put toward utilities, rent, and other needs.  
 
In 2009, from March - December, 159 deliveries of carefully prepared bags were completed. When possible, 
delivery people engage folks in conversation, pray with them and begin to build transformative relationships. If you 
would like to help with deliveries, please call Mid-Hudson Love INC at 471-0102 to volunteer.
